I.
Call to Order – Deborah Showalter-Johnson called the meeting to order at 12:02 p.m.

 Approval of Minutes – the minutes from the February 8th  board meeting were

approved.  Deborah thanked Debbie Steele for recording minutes and thanked Janet McKinney and the Technology Committee for keeping website up to date by posting meeting information and meeting minutes.

Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Sandra Berman reported that there was a balance of $2,447.55.  She provided everyone with a copy of the report and pointed out the estimated cost for Earthlink for the year ($269.55), along with the reserve fund ($1,000), which brought available funds to $1,168.05.  The treasurer’s report was approved.

Committee Reports & Plans


A. Technology Committee—Janet McKinney did not have a formal report, but raised a question about the design of the website.  The bar on the left side of the website contains links to home pages of  libraries and courts, and Janet asked whether the links should be located on a separate page, as the list was getting longer.  Deborah said that websites usually have a “links” feature on their sites that go to a separate page, so this would be a good idea.  Deborah also mentioned the discussion at the general meeting in March, when we discussed sending information to Janet for updating the Kudos for Colleagues section on the website.   
B.  Program Committee—Phill Johnson brought up the idea of more social gatherings, which had been received with interest at the general meeting in March.  Several ideas for gathering places and times for happy hour were mentioned, such as O’Dowds,  Charlie Hoopers, and George Brett’s.  Phill also mentioned the option of having a cookout at the UMKC law school.  Deborah asked Phill to go ahead with planning more social events, since the membership seemed to like the idea.  Phill will look for restaurants at which to meet, and Deborah asked Phill to post the meeting information on the website.  Ideas for which weekday to meet were discussed, with a consensus on Wednesday nights.  Sandra suggested finding a restaurant with a longer happy hour to accommodate those who get off work later.  There was also a brief discussion of which areas of the metropolitan area would be best for meeting.  
V.  Old Business –

A. Task Force Assessing Legal Resources in KC—was not discussed; nothing new to report.
B.  Spofford House Charity Event / JCLL—Debbie Steele apologized for the misunderstanding about the possible hosting of the Spofford Stone Soup luncheon by KCALL.  Jan Medved, director of Jackson County Law Library, had originally planned to host the luncheon at JCLL and invited KCALL members to participate.   Tom Marsh would have hosted the luncheon had KCALL sponsored it.  Deanna Long presented ideas for other charity drives for KCALL, such as Hooked on Books, and collecting school supplies for other foundations, which could be done at the August meeting before school starts.  Phill Johnson mentioned that AALL might have a children’s book drive, and Deanna also brought up the Heartland Book Bank and Great American Book Festival.  Frances Schach said this used to occur in conjunction with the Metropolitan Community Colleges at the Hyatt/Crown Center.  Deanna offered to make a list of possible charity drives; Deborah asked her to e-mail this list to the board and present at the May membership meeting.
