Present were: Frances Schach, Deborah Showalter-Johnson, Sandra Berman , Deanna Long, Janet McKinney, Tom Marsh, Beth Cohen, and Debbie Steele.

I.
Call to Order – Deborah Showalter-Johnson called the meeting to order at 12:23 p.m.

II. 
Approval of Minutes – the September 13, 2005 board minutes were amended under Treasurer’s Report, in the last sentence to read “Sandra Berman also agreed to run for Treasurer in the upcoming election.”  The minutes were approved as amended.

Treasurer’s Report – Treasurer Sandra Berman reported a balance of $2,222.95, with the expenses for September & October Earthlink services ($59.90), a reserve fund of $1,000, estimated expenses for Earthlink from November-December ($59.90), and election postage ($34.00), leaving available funds at $1,129.00.  There was a problem with KCALL’s post office box; it had already been closed before the post office received KCALL’s check for the annual fee, but the board decided to leave it closed.  Sandra said that the money for the P.O. Box ($48.00, according to the October 20, 2005 Treasurer’s Report) was added back into the budget.

Old Business –

A. Holiday Party – Dale Magariel is organizing the party, but was not present, so Beth Cohen reported that everything was ready and the caterer has been selected.  There were enough funds in KCALL’s budget to cover costs, but if solicited funds were needed, then Dale would take care of that.    Frances Schach raised the point that if we do not solicit funds this year, then we may not have the opportunity to do so next year.  Tom Marsh was also in agreement on this.  There was some discussion regarding which vendors/firms have donated to the party expenses in the past.  Deborah asked Beth to talk to Dale about this, and to help her with the party arrangements.  Dale will send out invitations via e-mail.

B. Charity – it appeared that members present at the October meeting were in favor of participating in a charity for the holiday party.  Deanna Long mentioned that the meeting minutes from a previous meeting stated that the summer charity would replace the holiday charity, but she was not opposed to having a holiday charity as well.  Deborah suggested to collect cash, rather than collecting items, with the idea that it might be easier to collect and distribute to the charity.  Tom preferred the idea of collecting objects to donate, as we have done in the past.  The board agreed to participate in the holiday charity collection.  After some discussion on which organization to choose, Sandra made a motion to donate to the City Union Mission.  Tom seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Deanna mentioned the Christmas Store at the City Union Mission as an option for the drive, which offers a gift shop for people who cannot afford to shop at regular stores.  Deborah asked Deanna to e-mail the charity information to members.  


C. Election – Debbie Steele has mailed out ballots, and Frances is already received some of them.  

The deadline for sending in ballots is December 15th.  Frances will e-mail the results to Debbie and Janet McKinney, and Debbie will e-mail the results to members.
