1. Call to Order:  Noon 

2. Approval of Minutes for the March 6, 2007 Membership Meeting.   Approved with one change: Jan Peters to Janet Peters under New Business.

3. Treasurer’s Report:  Ending balance is $2,240.25.  Added a reserve balance entry of $1,000.  Financial discussion on Holiday Party costs to follow.

4. Program Committee     Lengthy discussion on the true mission for KCALL, and how the budget  does not appear to  reflect the educational nature of this association.  From the KCALL Constitution:  

 ARTICLE II. OBJECTIVE
    The Association is established for educational and scientific purposes. It shall be conducted as a non-profit association to promote librarianship, to develop and increase the usefulness of law libraries, to cultivate the science of law librarianship and to foster a spirit of cooperation among the members of the profession
Since a large portion of our budget is used to pay for our Holiday Party, which is strictly a social gathering, there is a need to readjust our budget expenditures to reflect this.  There was a lengthy discussion regarding the Holiday Party to determine if we wish to continue holding it at a member law firm or another venue, probably a restaurant.  Discussion continued regarding if the food should be catered or perhaps be held as a potluck.  Also, discussion on if the members attending assist in the payment of the Party by paying $10 individually, with monies from our budget subsidizing the rest.  There was a motion on the floor, which was seconded: to have our Holiday party at a restaurant and individual members pay $10 and KCALL would subsidize the rest.   All in favor, no one opposed.  Discussion continued on this topic as to what time of day is best to hold our Holiday Party.  The lunch hour was determined to be the best time for most members.  A further motion was put to the member to better realign our budget with our objective:   The budget should reflect the Core Mission of KCALL and that we devote 25% of the KCALL yearly budget to educational purposes.   All attendees approved this motion.

There were short discussion on a Scholarship Fund and how to increase income since there is no growth in our membership.  There were no conclusions at this time.
