I.  Call to Order

 The meeting was called to order by President Deborah Showalter-Johnson at 11:59 a.m.

II. Approval of Minutes

Sandra’s report also included the current membership totals as of 3/10/05.  The treasurer’s report was approved.

A.  Technology Committee (Janet McKinney)  Janet reported that there was nothing new on the website other than the new page of local library links; this was a question for the board at the last meeting in April.  

B.  Program Committee (Phill Johnson)
